All dogs shall wear visible dog license tag.
Only dogs and their handlers are permitted
Dogs must be on a leash when entering and exiting the Area |
Handlers must “scoop the poop” in all areas. Lk
Dogs must be under control and in view of the handler at all times.

Restricted and aggressive dogs are not allowed.

Immediately leash and remove your dog if it shows aggressive behavior.
Female dogs in heat are not allowed.

Owners/handlers are responsible for any injuries caused by dogs in their
control.

The Town of Ponoka is not responsible for the safety of persons and/or dogs while
in the area, and shall not be liable for any injuries or damages suffered to anyone
or any dog while using the facility.
