Bylaw Reminder............

Town of Ponoka Curfew Bylaw

As per Town Bylaw 248-08, no child under the age of 16 years, shall
be in a public place during the curfew period of i me between 11:00

pm and 6:00 am , unless accompanied by a parent or guardian, or while acting
in the interests of an employer or voluntary organization, or while returning home
as soon as reasonably practical from an organized recreation or other event which
has been supervised by an adult. Any minor who contravenes this bylaw, may be
warned to go home by a Peace Officer. If after the warning, the minor refuses or
fails to go home, he/she either may be taken to his/her home or a shelter by the
Peace Officer or held until the parent/guardian comes to pick the child up.

The offender and parent/guardian who breaches any of the provisions of this
bylaw shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable upon conviction to a
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specified penalty of $100.00 in the case of the first offence  and to a specified
penalty of $200.00 in the case of a second or subse  quent offence.
